NAPOLEONIC WARS

The Battle of Trafalgar - 1805

Napoleon with Spanish Navies was preparing to gain control
of the English Channel to clear the way for an invasion
to Great Britain.

Lord Horatio Nelson attacked them at the Cape Trafalgar
In south-west Spain.

The battle was a spectacular
British victory.

Nelson was badly wounded on
his ship HMS Victory and died.




NAPOLEONIC WARS

Napoleon lost half a million men when he invaded
Russia in winter 1812.

The British, Russians, Prussians and
Austrians entered Paris in 1814.

They sent Napoleon to rule
the island of Elba in the Mediterranean.

Napoleon collected an army again and
returned to Paris.

He was soon defeated
at the Battle of Waterloo (1815).




NAPOLEONIC WARS

The Battle of Waterloo in Belgium - 1815

It was a great victory of the British and Prussians
over the French army commanded by Napoleon.

The British Army was
commanded by Sir Arthur
Wellesley, Duke of Wellington.

Napoleon was defeated and sent
to South-Atlantic Island Saint
Helena where he died in 1821.
