BRITISH COMMONWEALTH

The British Commonwealth of Nations was set up in 1931
and formally constituted by the London Declaration in 1949.

Any nation wishing to join must be independent
and acceptable to existing members.

All member states recognize the British King or queen
as an official head of the Commonwealth.
